Prayer

Bible Study and Group Discussion

Share an experience when you felt led by God, even though the entire journey
was uncertain. How did it feel to navigate a path without knowing all
the details?

7. What happened after Philip listened to the Spirit? This week listen for the Holy
Spirit's promptings to share the Good News of Jesus with others.

8. What instructions does Paul give Timothy in verses 2-3? What assurance does
he give in verse 77

9. Inverses 11-13, Paul talks about what will happen as we grow in our faith and
proclaim the Good News. How do you feel as you read these?

10.What are the things that Paul says to cast off and what should be put on to
replace them?

11.This passage calls for us to live differently. How have you grown in your faith,
and how has this changed how you live?
