9. How do the expectations you have for your own life differ from God’s
plan for you?

10. What does it look like for a person to be surrendered to God?

11. What's the difference between seeing things from a human point of
view rather than God'’s point of view?

12. How does this passage reframe what you think it means that Jesus
is the Messiah?

13. What have you learned about Jesus from this week’s lesson?

14. What have you learned about yourself from this week’s lesson?

Spiritual Practice

On a notecard or sticky note, write Jesus’ words, not My will, but Yours be
done (from Luke 22:42). Place this where you'll see it often, and ask God
to give you the desire to follow His plan and not your own.
