7. What difference would it make in your life if you realized God gives us
more than we ever give Him?

8. Why is it so hard for a rich person to enter the Kingdom of God (vs. 25)?

9. What does this passage teach you about Jesus?

10.What is Jesus’ primary challenge or message to you from this
week’s teaching?
