Ephesians 2:10 

1. What does it mean to be a masterpiece?

2. Why might we struggle to believe that we’re God’s masterpiece?

3. What has God created you to do?

All of us want to know that we matter to someone. Small children on 
the playground cry out to their parents, Look at me! or Watch this! We 
find reassurance and comfort knowing someone sees us. 

God sees you! He knew you before you were born (see Psalm 139), 
and He has plans and a purpose for your life. While we may have 
heard this before, we often chase our identity in anything but the 
love of the Father (ex: our clothes, our grades, our sports team).  

What could you accomplish for the Kingdom of God if you truly 
understood that you are seen, known and loved by God? You truly 
matter to Him! He has redeemed you so you can shine brightly and 
bring Him glory (see Matthew 5:14-16). Discuss as a family how you 
can each live out your purpose this week, knowing you’re blanketed 
in the security of His love.

Help me remember that You see me, know me and love me. Remind 
me that the world doesn’t get to determine my value, as You have 
established my value through the sacrifice of your Son Jesus. Thank 
You for all You’ve given me. Help me this week to pause and soak 
in the security of Your love, bringing You glory in all that I think, say 
and do.
