God told Abraham to move several fimes, but Abraham didn’t just trust
God by moving. He also had to believe that God would show him where
to go, where to stop, when to rest, when to move again, and where he
should plant his family. Abraham even had to trust that God would give
him a family one day because he was an old man without any kids.
Abraham had to trust that God would keep His promise, even when it
took years, and seemed impossible. Yet God kept every single promise He
made to Abraham. God is faithful, and He will keep every single promise
He makes to you too.
