Psalm 8:1-4, Luke 1:43, Psalm 139:13-18

3. How does it make you feel knowing that the God of the  
 universe sees, knows and loves you?

 
God is more majestic and glorious than we can comprehend. He 
created the heavens and the earth (Genesis 1:1) and continuously 
sustains it (Hebrew 1:3). Even though He’s that incredible, He still  
chooses to pursue a relationship with us, know us deeply, and think of 
us often (Psalm 139:13-18).
