What does this tell
you about Jesus?

5. How do you usually respond to other people’s skepticism about Jesus?
What does this say about you?

6. Think of someone you know who has significant doubts and questions
about Christianity. Name tangible ways you can help them come and
see Jesus.

7. What consistent themes appear in John 1:43-51, and how do they help
you better understand what it means to be a follower of Christ?

8. How did Nathanael’s encounter with Jesus change him?

9. Pause and ask God how He wants you to respond to this week’s lesson.
