5. The apostles rejoiced that they were found worthy to suffer for Jesus’
name. How is it an honor for them (and for us) to face such opposition?

6. Describe the apostle’s response, motivation and source of strength
throughout this whole episode.

7. In what ways do you need this kind of response, motivation or strength
from the Holy Spirit in your life?

Read Acts 6:1-7.
8. What was the dispute among the believers? How did they resolve it?

9. Where are the dividing lines of tension and jealousy among Christians
in our day?

10. What principles do you see in this passage about the way Christians
should deal with problems and ensure fairness?

Read back through Acts 5:17-6:7. Make a list of ways the apostles were
faithful to God. Apply one of these in your life this week.
