Conversation Starter
When do you feel most fully alive?

Opening in Prayer
Pause for a few minutes to quiet your heart and mind. Ask God to help you
hear His voice during this week’s study and reflection.

Personal Reflection/Group Discussion

1. What concerns does Jesus have with the church in Sardis? Do you think
God has concerns like this about you?

2. What are the marks of a dead (or dying) church?

3. Jesus gives five commands to the people in this church (vs. 2-3). List the
commands and explain what obeying each command might involve.

4. What does Jesus say the consequences will be for those who don’t
return to God?

5. Looking back, can you identify a season in your life when you needed to
wake up and strengthen your relationship with God? Describe your life
during that time.

6. How do you keep your relationship with Jesus fresh and alive?
